A.  Description

This course will concentrate on expanding the students’ knowledge and experiences with agricultural mechanics technologies utilized in the agriculture industry.  Units of instruction included are:  construction and fabrication, maintenance, welding, electricity and electronics, internal combustion engines, hydraulics, renewable energies, and employability skills.  Improving workplace and computer skills will be a focus. Participation in FFA will be encouraged as it is an important component for leadership development, career exploration, and reinforcement of academic concepts.
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Agriculture.  This course is open to grades 10-12.
